Learning Skits: Teachers, this can be a short, bell-ringer activity, or you could extend it into a class-long activity. As a bell-ringer, each pair can take just one topic. As a class-long activity, each pair could select (or be assigned) multiple or all topics. You could require students to write out their scripts for a writing assignment, or they could just simply act them out. You could add other terms that fit your curriculum, as needed.  
For each of the following, develop a short (30-second) dialogue demonstrating the concept that you could act out with your partner. You will be asked to perform some, but not all, of your ideas for class (time permitting). Be prepared to present each one, as you will not know which one you will be chosen to present:

1. Cognitive map

2. Latent learning

3. Overjustification effect

4. Extrinsic motivation

5. Intrinsic motivation

6. How parents should handle tantrums

7. Modeling

8. Shaping

9. Observational learning (like Bandura highlighted)

10. Learned Helplessness
