Note to Teachers: Feel free to substitute other terms and adjust the grading rubric to suit your needs. You could also have students video tape their presentations and upload them to YouTube. Knowing that they may be viewed by others can increase the quality of their efforts.

Create your own Episode

Your production team will use concepts related to memory as the basis for an episode of a make-believe TV show, “Thanks for the Memories.”  Use audience participation, demonstrations, and clever skits to present the information in your program. You should plan to make the program informative, yet fun and entertaining.   

Your team should collaborate to design your program. Half of your team will be scriptwriters who work with the first 10 key terms/people/studies related to memory. The other half of your group will be scriptwriters who will work with the remaining 10. The entire program should last approximately 10-15 minutes with each group being responsible for half the time.  You will have 2 class periods to prepare your presentations.
